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Tournament Rules
  
REQUIREMENTS:


TEAM 

ELIGIBILITY:  
All teams must be associated with an AAU club holding a current AAU club certificate. Rosters may consist of no more than 15 players, 1 head coach, and 3 assistant coaches. Team rosters may only have 3 out-of-state players on their roster.

Entries to the State Tournament must be received 2 weeks prior to the start of competition.  The Tournament Director has the right to deny entry to the State Tournament if all requirements are not adhered to. 
 
PLAYER
ELIGIBILITY:           
Example: 10th Grade/ 16& Under

Players must be in the 10th grade and/or born on or after Sept 1, 1989.  

Grade Exception:  A player who is in the 10th grade and who was born on or after September 1, 1989 can participate in the 16: under/10th grade division. No limit on the number of grade exception athletes. (In ages of 8 and Under to 14 and under there is maximum of 3 grade exceptions allowed)
Grade Confirmation:  Players participating under the grade eligibility exception must present a birth certificate and confirmation of grade level from the School Administrator. NOTE: Grade level is determined by the player’s grade on March 1, 2007
The grade eligibility exception in all age groups is recognized as adopted and amended by the AAU, USA. All players must be current members of the AAU, USA and on the roster of an eligible team. Additionally:
 
· Players attach to an AAU member club through participation in a  
sanctioned AAU tournament in the current season. They may NOT 
thereafter compete in the Association Championship Tournament as 
a member of another AAU club.
· Participation by an ineligible player will result in forfeit of all games 
played.
PLAYER
PARTICIPATION:     A player may participate in a maximum of three age/grade divisions of the AAU Boys Basketball program for which he can qualify subject to the following restrictions:

A. Players who compete in more than one age/grade division must compete with the same AAU club.

B. As to the following divisions:  

1. A player participating in the 15U/9th grade division may also compete in the 16U/10th grade, Junior or Senior divisions. 

 
FORMAT:                   Pool play will result in placement in a modified single elimination finals bracket.
 
Tiebreakers to determine the top two teams within a pool will be applied in the following order:

 

· In any situation where two (2) teams are tied, head-to-head competition between the teams will determine the winner.

· If more than two (2) teams tie, a point differential tie-breaker will be applied. The point differentials of the teams involved in the tie are totaled. Teams are then ranked according to the sum of the point differential -- with the highest number placing first, the second highest placing second. The maximum that you can beat a team and still gain an advantage is 15 points. The score of all forfeits shall be 15-0.

· If more than two (2) teams are still tied after the application of the formula, the point differentials of the teams not involved in the tie are added and the results recalculated.

· Least amount of total points allowed in all games played.

 
 

RULES OF PLAY:      2005-2006 High School Federation rules will be followed except as amended by the AAU Boys Basketball Handbook and the following amendments:  

Massachusetts will use halves, instead quarters.  

There will be 5 Full timeouts during the course of regulation.

Overtime will be 5 minutes in length for 14u, 15u, 16u, and 17u.
Overtime will be 3 minutes in length for 10u, 11u, 12u, and 13u.



10u, 11u, 12u, and 13u will use 14 minutes halves.



14u, 15u, 16u, and 17u will use 16 minute halves

AWARDS and 
QUALIFICATIONS:  Gold, silver, bronze, and platinum National Recognition AAU medals will be awarded to all players on first, second, third, and fourth place teams. A team trophy will be awarded to the division Champion. Team qualification for the New England and National Championships are as follows:
 
National Championship
3 – 5 teams in a division Gold qualifies for National Championship
6 – 8 teams in a division Gold /Silver qualify for National Championship
9 – 24 teams in a division Gold /Silver /Bronze qualify for National Championship
                                                
Division II National Championship
3 – 5 teams in a division Silver qualifies for D-II Championship
6 – 8 teams in a division Bronze and Fourth qualify for D-II Championship
9 – 24 teams in a division Fourth, Fifth, & Sixth qualify for D-II Championship
                                    
New England Championship
Open Invitation to all Association participants
 
The New England Champion will receive the At-Large bid to the National Championship.
 
BENCH RULES:         A maximum of four registered non-player team members are allowed on the bench. All bench personnel must hold a current AAU membership. Any violations of this rule will result in a warning followed by the violator’s removal from the gymnasium.
 
CONDUCT OF 
TEAMS:                       All team members’ conduct should be above reproach, on and off the court. Misconduct will result in disqualification from the tournament. Coaches are ultimately responsible for the conduct of their players and will be personally liable for any damage to facilities caused by their team members.
 
PROTESTS:                 Protests must be in writing and are to be submitted to the Director of Competition with $100 protest fee for review.  This filing must occur within 2 hours of the completed contest.  The Southern New England Boys Basketball Chair will determine each protest.
 
UNIFORMS:                Rules for participation at the National Tournaments require teams to have white jerseys as their light color. This is not required for participation in the MA Championship Tournament. Teams planning to participate in the National Tournaments should be aware of this requirement. The team listed first in the game schedule shall be the home team and entitled to select its colors if similar colors are present on both teams. Teams must have numbers on back and front of uniforms. All numbers from 00 - 99 are legal numbers.
 
COACHES ATTIRE:  Coaches are encouraged to dress appropriately. T-shirts, sweat pants, baseball caps, sandals, are unacceptable. Team warm-ups that display your team logo, and shorts, provided they are presentable, are acceptable. Please consider that this tournament is to be the showcase of MA talent. It is also the intention of those hosting this tournament to invite certain members of the media to promote AAU basketball. A strong presentation of the prestige associated with this program requires your cooperation. 
DEADLINE: 14 days prior to starting date.

SEEDING: Top 8 finishers from last years State Championship in order of finish. Then open draw 3 days after deadline.
COST:  If playing in only one Division $450.  If playing in Division I and II $450 and $350.  If a team qualifies for the Division I National Championship, they are prohibited from participating in the Division II tournament.  Teams who pay entry fee to both and fall into this category will be refunded the cost of the Division II tournament. 

TOURNAMENT FORMAT:  3 team pool play with EVERY team advancing to Single Elimination Bracket Play.

Division I will be played on the 1st weekend (Semi-finals and finals may be scheduled on the 2nd weekend if needed).  Division II will be played on the second weekend.
